Coaches’ Report – JH reported the following:

i. Carole Munro has expressed an interest in doing her Coaching Level II qualification.  
ii. RG asked about the possibility of the Club purchasing battons.  It was agreed to look at the funding available for this.
iii.  March and April training schedules will be available in the next few weeks.
iv. Guest Run suggestions for April are being asked for.
v. The National Road Relays will be held on Saturday 31st March.  Names are now being taken for this event.  Athletes are being asked to remember that they require SAL membership if taking part in relays etc.  
vi. Carole Munro has prepared an induction pack for new and existing members which was circulated around the committee for comment.  It was agreed that this was an excellent package but could be reduced in content for existing members.  It was agreed that it was not necessary for the constitution to be included.  MC would be able to provide the proper font and logo in keeping with the corporate image.  Carole was thanked by all the Committee for her efforts in this exercise.
