1.  Minutes of Previous Meetings
The minutes of the April meeting were approved by RG and seconded by WM.

It would appear that a wider 
discussion is required and should be held separately from a committee 
meeting.  It was therefore agreed that EJ should contact the Electric Bar for the availability of their function suite on either 27th September or 4th October.  This should be a joint meeting of the committee and coaches of the club.

5. Road Runners and Coaches Report – JH reported the following:

Coaches Meeting - Tommy Boyle addressed the last Coaches meeting. He 
made a lot of positive suggestions on how to develop and move the Club 
forward.  He provided advice on how to get local businesses involved in 
the Club and how parents could become more actively involved.  Tommy
offered his services in helping the club move to the next level.  As in 
agenda item 2, this requires a much broader discussion and so will be 
discussed at the joint committee/coaches meeting.

Coach Education - CB and WM have expressed an interest in being put
through a Level I coaches course.  Lesanne Cherry may also be interested 
in this.

Going through Level II are: Robert Gibb, Andy Clarke and Elaine Barr.

Levels I, II and III are all free at the moment through Scottish 

Athletics.

Bonnie Wallace is putting Stuart Dickson through a Children Coaching 
Athletics course.

Time Trial – a proposal was put to the committee on a change to the 
monthly time trials.  If someone misses six or more consecutive time 
trials then the first time trial back should be used as a marker, with no
points 
being awarded.  This was agreed by the committee and will 
commence next year.

Bute Highland Games – In order to cater for the Track and Field 
athletes, the coach will leave Wishaw Sports Centre at 7.00 am and at
the moment has been booked to leave Wemyss Bay in the evening at 
8.30 pm.  As it was felt that this would be too late, MC will attempt to 
arrange an earlier pick up from Wemyss Bay. 

As MC will be travelling on the bus he agreed to collect the monies.  £2 
was agreed for MAC members and £5 for Kirkintilloch Olympians, if they 
decide to travel on the MAC coach.

Annual Presentation – It was noted that some track and fields athletes 
have made a request to include a disco in this year’s presentation evening.

6. Track & Field – BMcC reported the following:

Attendance - There has continuted to be a good attendance throughout 

the summer months of the track and field athletes.  

ii
Grangemouth – It was noted that the attitude and actions of the SAL
officials at Grangemouth were extremely disappointing and it is hoped that the Athletics League will change next year.

Shine Award Medals – These are nearing completion.  The committee 

granted permission for medals to be purchased for this purpose.  A medal 

and certificate will be presented to the athletes who participated. 

Approximate cost £2.50-£3.00 per athlete.

Petreavie – Committee permission was given to hire a coach for this event 

if a lot of athletes are taking part.

Publicity – Alex Barr arranged Daily Record photographs to be taken of 

Lewis and Robert Gibb with BMcC and Scottish Power.  These will appear 

in the Daily Record sometime during October.

Monday Evening School Lets – North Lanarkshire Council now require 
copies of the constitution and accounts before they will accept any school 
lets for Monday evening circuits.

Hurdles Session – Sandy Robertson, a Level 5 Master Coach has offered 
to do a hurdles session for both athletes and coaches.  Joanne Nicol 
will liaise with Sandy on a suitable date.  It was agreed that Sandy be 
given £50 as a thank you.  WM expressed his interest in becoming a hurdles coach.  Sandy could be a possible guest for the presentation evening. 

7. Club Kit – CB reported the following:

A track suit sample was circulated for comment.  Costs are coming in at £40 (adult) and £35 (junior) for the full track suit or they can be puchased separately – adult £26.50 jacket and £18 trousers and junior £23 jacket and £16 trousers.  Garments are made to order. Different sized samples are being made up and an order form will be available when these are to hand.  

Prices are still outstanding for the running shorts.

It was suggested that a stock of spare junior vests be kept for those who forget to take their vest to an event, but it was felt that this was not necessary.

It was proposed that coaches be provided with winter jackets but after some discussion it was agreed to defer this until next year.
